    We were examining our Field Day antennas last month and we 
talked about the NVIS (near vertical incident skywave) dipoles we had 
used  on the east lawn of the Parish building. 
    One antenna that was located in the trees to the west side of the lot 
was a bit different. Frank KØAJA had a “Carolina Window” antenna 
he wanted to try and I think it worked very well for him. A Carolina 
Windom is an off center fed horizontal wire that uses part of the 
feedline coax as a vertical radiator. 
    I have used the longer 80 meter version of Frank’s antenna and it 
seemed to perform very well on long distance (DX) contacts as well as 
close in signal coverage. 
    The Windom antenna was invented by a ham named Loren G. Win-
dom and described in QST magazine for September 1929. 
    Loren had calculated that a 1/2 wave length wire antenna would pre-
sent a 600 ohm impedance at a point 1/3 of the way in from the end 
instead of the 50 to 70 ohm impedance at the center. The transmitters 
of the 1920s used a high impedance output of about 600 ohms instead 
of the 50 ohm output of today’s transceivers. Loren soon discovered 
the impedance does not change very much on any harmonic of the 
original design frequency. That means a wire 130’ long would have a 
similar impedance on all bands 80, 40, 20 and 10 meters. 
    A Carolina Windom is a wire antenna fed at about 1/3 in from the 
end with a 6 to 1 balun transformer so the feedline is close to 50 ohms 
impedance and 22 feet down the coax feeder is a choke type balun to 
isolate the coax shield from the rest of the feedline.  
    The result of this setup causes a 1/4 wave length of the feedline to 
match the 15 meter band as a vertical radiator. So the overall 132 foot 
antenna should work on 80, 40, 20 15 and 10 meters with a fairly good 
SWR that most transmitters can live with. The radiation pattern will be 
am mixed bag of vertical and horizontal radiation. Several DX’pedi-
tions have used this antenna with very good results. 
    Some drawbacks are the feedline must be in the clear, not next to a 
tower or metal pole and the antenna system is unbalanced usually 
causing some RF in the shack unless you use a long feedline and have 
a good ground system. Frank’s antenna was a 66 foot version for use 
on 40, 20, 15 and 10 meters.  
    Please think about where we can have this year’s Field Day???
