In the 1955 period, when National introducedrtteeam
receiver, the NC-300, there were 3 amateur dealé¥srth
Dakota, 7 in Minnesota, 7 in lowa and only 1 in bo®n-
docks of South Dakota.

In the early years, | adopted the motto “Yownfidence
is our most Valuable Asset”. Later | added “Ameisdslost
Reliable Amateur Dealer”. | always strived to keékpse
mottos true and accurate. The young fellows runttieg
show today work awfully hard at it also.

We have published monthly or quarterly bulletiince
1955 and | believe the format in use now, develdpethy
son Bill, is the outstanding Amateur equipment dirl in
the country.

When | started in 1937 the amateur supply house
heard about mostly in this area were Lew Bonn inridapo-
lis, and Burnstein Applebee Company in Kansas &ty
Bob Henry in Butler, Missouri. After 48 years themre only
a few amateur dealers still in business that wperating in
1937. We are proud to be one of them.

Prior to 1955 our ham customers were primdrdyn
South Dakota and the bordering states. After weestana-
tional ads in 1955, we did considerable businesshnfar-
ther out. However, our real national coverage wak, Istart-
ing with the opening of Burghardt Amateur Centet @v3
with national ads and a good sales bulletin.

The only regret that | have looking back over 48 years
dating back to 1937, is the fact that the Japahase taken
over what was once an American business. There igias-
tion in my mind as to the quality and advanced mégples
we find with Kenwood, Ilcom, and Yaesu—qgreat product
But as for me, | wish these products were beinglpeed in
the “good old” USA by names such as Hallicraftéa;
tional, Swan, Johnson, Hammarlund and Drake, justime
a few.

| am sure over the next few years, Jim andthes will
have some good add-ons to this story.
