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   In July of 2009 I was able to work the East Coast on 2 meter SSB via 
Sporadic-E.  That was the first time I had experienced Sporadic-E that 
high in frequency.  After doing some reading, I found that it is extremely 
rare and I might not experience it again in my lifetime.  But lo and behold, 
on June 2 of this year I was able to work into the southeast U.S. on 2 me-
ter SSB.  And as I write this there have two more significant 2 meter Spo-

radic-E events.  
So, is 2 meter 
Sporadic-E not 
as rare as I have 
been led to be-
lieve, or are we 

just having fantastic Sporadic-E conditions two years in a 
row?  I don’t know the answer but it sure is fun.   Watch the VHF/UHF col-
umns in the ham magazines for more details and maybe some answers.
